Workshop on Instrumentation in Life Sciences 

Recognizing the growing need for professionals and researchers to stay updated with the latest 

advancements in this field, a workshop on "Instrumentation Techniques in Life Sciences" was 

organized by Department of Botany of Venkatesh Mahajan Senior College, Dharashiv in 

collaboration with Department of Biotechnology of Walchand College of Arts and Science 

(Autonomous), Solapur. This workshop was organized on 21/01/2025 from 10.00 AM to 4.30 PM 

in the Promod Mahajan Auditorium of the college. The topic of this workshop was in aligning with 

National Education Policy which lays emphasis on the skill development and research. This 

workshop is an endeavor to make aware students about different skills needed to be employable 

for the pharmaceutical and related fields. It aimed at acquainting UG/PG/ and Ph. D. students to 

latest advancement in instrumentation techniques. It also aimed at giving hands on training of these 

participants. Participants of this workshop were faculties and students from Pharmacy colleges of 

Dharashiv, Dr. B.A.M. University sub campus and other colleges of other district and Dharashiv 

district.

On the one hand they do not allow indigenous species to grow in their vicinity while 

on the other hand they are not preferred by birds and other animals as food and for shelter. This 

project couldn’t get selected for further round but greatly applauded by the jury members.
